The School District of Monroe realizes the importance of music in the life of an individual.  Many musical experiences are not confined to a traditional school setting.  There are a variety of musical activities/experiences in which a student can participate outside of the school environment which will foster student growth and enhance appreciation for all types of music.    Music activities are an important part of education of the whole child and vital to student development.  

To earn ½ (.5) credit* in Hands-on Music the student must participate in a minimum of 60 hours of music activities.  

The following activities will be accepted for credit:

· Attend an opera, musical or music concert.

· Attend a lecture / artist program related to topic in music presented by a recognized authority or educational institute.

· Participate in structured lessons provided though a recognized music teacher or program.  To earn .5 credit through private music lessons the student must document 20 hours of lessons and 40 hours of practice time.  
· Participate in a music practice/performance.  (i.e. chorus, community choir, recital, community musical)

· Participate in other music related activities as approved by Virtual School Instructor.
Documentation Process:

To be awarded credit, hours must be documented as follows:

· Complete a Music Activities Log sheet for each activity for which hours toward credit are to be awarded.  A parent must review and sign each log.
· Submit required documentation with each Activities Log sheet.

· Submit all documentation via mail to Monroe Virtual School, 801 32nd Avenue, Monroe, WI 53566.

· Complete a minimum of 60 hours of approved activities for ½ credit. 

· Final approval of hours is determined by Virtual School staff.

The School District of Monroe is NOT responsible for any costs associated with the completion of activities/hours submitted for credit.

* Hours awarded for Hands-on Music activities may not be used to meet the hourly requirements for other Independent Study Courses.
