Interactive Guitar

The course is offered in four segments. Teachers adapt the lessons to the specific skill level of each student. Each segment involves 9 hours of lesson time and 51 hours of documented practice time and will earn the student ½ credit (.5).  Students can earn up to a total of 2 credits for this class.

· Must have High Speed Connection (Cable or DSL)

· Must be able to install and setup webcam. The Monroe Virtual School will provide the webcam/microphone.
· Must be able to download and install Skype® (a free PC to PC calling service)

· Must have speakers on your computer.

1. Make sure you have all the requirements met to take the class.
2. Call your teacher to order the class, we will mail or deliver the webcam/microphone to you.  Send your teacher the signed Equipment Agreement.
3. Set up webcam/mic, install Skype®.  Let us know when you have everything ready to go.  
4. Chuck Rogers, one of the Interactive Guitar teachers, will contact you.  He will test the connection, determine guitar ability level, schedule a lesson time with him or an associate, and let you know what lesson book to use.

5. Call your Virtual School teacher and we will order the book and send it directly to you.  
6. Record lessons and practice times on log sheet.  A parent must verify and sign each sheet.  
7. When your 9 hours of lessons are complete Chuck Rogers will send you and the Virtual School a notice of completion.  Send all practice log sheets to your teacher.  The completion notice and log sheets are your verification for credit.  
8. Return webcam/microphone to Monroe School District via mail or through your teacher.
