Work Exploration for Credit

One of the unique features of the Independent Learning program is the opportunity for students to earn middle school credit for exploring different options for what kind of work they may want to do in the future. Students who choose work exploration learning may earn one quarter (0.25) credit for 75 hours of successfully completed work exploration. Students may earn a maximum of one (1) credit toward their middle school education through the work exploration option.
The following guidelines apply to Work Exploration:

· Work Exploration credit may only be earned through work-related experiences.

· Students are encouraged to observe and/or volunteer in businesses related to personal interests or future educational and/or employment goals.

· Students are responsible for finding their own work exploration placements. The MVMS will not identify, locate, or arrange students’ work exploration activities.

Documentation Process:

To be awarded credit, hours must be documented as follows:

· Complete a Work Exploration Monitoring Sheet for each placement. 

· Submit required documentation with each Work Exploration Monitoring Sheet. 

· Submit all documentation via mail to Monroe Virtual School, 801 32nd Avenue, Monroe, WI 53566.

· Complete a minimum of 75 hours of approved activities for each 0.25 credit.

· Final approval of hours is determined by Virtual School staff.
